In 2000, Selena created Dream Academy®, best known 
for well-loved brands Meenah and Cheenah, Crazy 
Christmas®, Happy Ever Laughter®, Broadway Beng®, 
The Hossan Leong Show, and Kumar’s standup comedies 
at the Esplanade. Most notably, perhaps the Dim Sum 
Dollies® is Selena’s most iconic brainchild. 
In 2013, Selena was the Creative Director for Singapore’s 
National Day Parade. Internationally, Selena appeared in 
the films Rogue Trader and played as Alix Young in the 
2018 Hollywood movie Crazy Rich Asians, and will be 
appeared in the 2022 Lionsgate film, Shotgun Wedding. 

 
 
 

Dwayne Lau graduated from The NUS Theatre Studies 
Program (Hon) in 2007 and currently heads the Drama 
Department at his Church and is the drama coach of St. 
Anthony’s Canossian Secondary.

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Andrew Marko is a stage and screen actor, voice-over 
artist and musician. Andrew is most known for his role as 
‘Joshua’, a teenager with severe autism, in 
Pangdemonium’s Production of Falling, for which he won 
a Straits Times Life Theatre Award for Best Actor.

Some of George's 
choreography work includes Forbidden city-portrait of 
an Empress, a Singaporean in Paris, Dim sum dollies – 
the history of Singapore part 2, Company, Lim Boon 
Kheng the musical. George also played the duo role of 
Director and Choreographer for Jacques Brel is alive 
and well, and Living in Paris (2016), Lao Jiu the musical 
(2012) , a French kiss in Singapore , Liao Zhai rocks!

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Sebastian Tan is best known for being Singapore’s 
favourite Broadway-singing, Hokkien- spewing Broadway 
Beng®. His theatrical journey began in 1992,  theatre 
credits include the Broadway Beng series, Forbidden City, 
The LKY Musical, The LBK Musical, the Crazy Christmas® 
series, The Happy ever laughter series, Twist of fate, A 
Singapore carol, Snow White and the 7 dwarfs, Hansel and 
Gretel, Jack and the beansprout, Masters of comedy, 
Titoudao, Into The Woods, Fried Rice Paradise, Army Daze, 
Sing to the Dawn, Kara-U-OK!, UK tour of Miss Saigon just 
to name a few. His directorial credits include Honk!, Just 
So!, 3 little pigs(assisting), Monkey goes west 2014/2016 
(Best production of the year Life! theatre awards)(best 
director nominee, Life! theatre awards). TV/movie credits 
include Fried Rice paradise drama series, First class, 
Payday, Judgement Day, The Blue Mansion, Mr 
Unbelievable, The National Parade 2007,2013 

(host/performer), etc. Awards include Talent search (winner), Star awards (best theme 
song), Elle awards (best actor), Life! theatre Awards (best actor, best ensemble).  
 
 

 
Kumar is no stranger to theatre, his first appearance was 
Dick Lee’s musical, Hot Pants in 1997. This was quickly 
followed by Kumar: A Life Alive, a comedy musical based 
on his own journey to stardom. His other stage credits 
include Meena and Me (1999), ABUSE SUXXX!!! (2001), 
and Not Guilty (2004). 
 
Kumar has put up a number of one-man shows both 
overseas and on our shores, such as his performance at 
Wallpaper magazine’s first anniversary party in London, 
and shows produced by Dream Academy®, such as 
Kumar The Queen (2007), Crazy Christmas (2010-2020), 
Kumar: Stripped Bare & Standing Up (2009-2010), 
Kumar’s Amazing Race (2011-2012), and KUMAR 
XXX(2022) to name a few. 
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Hossan Leong, Chevalier de l’Ordre des Arts et des Lettres, is 
one of Singapore’s most loved and recognised entertainers.  
 
 
Affectionately known as ‘Singapore Boy’, Hossan is a 
consummate performer whose skills include directing, 
singing, dancing, acting, piano playing, and stand-up comedy. 
He is actively involved in theatre, television, film and radio.
